(c) Report as directed to the City Council and to the City Council 
Legislative Subcommittee, and to the Mayor and Council 
members or designees of Council members as reques~ 
regarding the City Council's legislative program and any 
proposed legislative efforts of interest to the City of Austin. 

(d) Keep the City's Government Relations Officer advised of all 
contacts made on behalf of the City. All media communi­
cation must be approved by the City's Government Relations 
Officec.

Legislature during the term of the contract. and 1) provide, as
